Year 2 Reading Key Objectives
Summarised form

	1. Building on the EYFS and year 1 curriculum all children should be able to speedily read all basic sounds (phoneme/graphemes) and start to learn about syllables

	2. Children should be able to sound out and blend to read words using known sounds and recall high frequency words

	3. Children should be able to read books that are matched to their phonic knowledge and ability with lessening hesitation and begin to select their own books

	4. Children should be able to read common exception words and words with suffixes

	5. Children should read a range of high-quality books to instill a love for reading which leads to an extended vocabulary and listen to texts at a level above that which they can access independently

	6. Children should be able to discuss poetry (classical and contemporary), stories and non-fiction above the level that the children can read independently. Express views and perform poetry by heart with appropriate intonation

	7. Children should build an extended vocabulary based on a clear understanding of the words and discuss favourite words and phrases

	8. Children should be taught to link what they hear and read with their own experiences and join in with predictable phrases

	9. Children should understand the use of increasingly complex grammar and punctuation

	10. Children should be able to discuss, probe and remedy misconceptions

	11. Children should be able to appreciate English texts that reflect our wide heritage, and learn by heart texts and poems with repeated language

	12. Children should be able to use discussion in order to learn, predict and elaborate. Also be able to discuss the sequence of events and be prepared to make inferences based on what is said and done.

	13. Children should be able to integrate the rules of grammar throughout all teaching and read across all subjects

	14. Children should be able to ask relevant questions and question the sequence of events in books

	15. Children should be able to maintain attention, participate actively and initiate or respond to comments

	16. Children should be able to evaluate different viewpoints

	17. Children should be able to read contractions and begin to understand the possessive apostrophe

	18. Children should listen to, recite and learn poetry by heart to build a repertoire

	19. Children should be able to explain clearly understanding of what is read to them

	20. Children should be able to build comprehension (Both listening and reading)

	21. Children should become increasingly familiar with and retell key stories, fairy stories and traditional tales.

	1. Children should be able to  spell words using the sounds to help (standard phonemes and some using variations)

	2. Children should be able to spell common exception words and contractions

	3. Children should be able to tell the difference between homophones and near homophones

	4. Children should be able to  spell the days of the week and Capitalise along with people, places and the pronoun I

	5. Children should be able to name the letters of the alphabet in order and use letter names to distinguish between spellings of the same sound

	6. Children should be able to understand spelling rules for adding ‘s’ or ‘es’

	7. Children should be able to use suffixes to spell longer words; including –ment, -ness, -less, -ful, -ly, use the suffixes ing, ed, er, est where no change is needed in the spelling of the root word and use the prefix un

	8. Children should be able to sit and hold writing implement comfortably and correctly

	9. Children should be able to form lower-case letters of the correct size relative to one another and begin to join using diagonal and horizontal flicks by being taught a joined style of writing as soon as they are ready

	10. Children should be able to form and name capital letters (of appropriate size)

	11. Children should begin to form lower case letters in the direction and understand which letters have different height families (ascenders or descenders)

	12. Children should be able to form digits 0-9

	13. Children should be able to compose a sentence orally before writing

	14. Children should be able to sequence sentences to form short narratives about things that have happened to them and stories about imaginary characters 

	15. Children should be able to write using the past and present tense

	16. Children should be able to read writing aloud audibly and clearly

	17. Children should be able to leave spaces between words

	18. Children should be able to join words and clauses using and, but, so, because etc  (coordinating and subordinating conjunctions)

	19. Children should be able to complete simple dictation using known, age-appropriate words

	20. Children should be able to punctuate sentences with capital letters, full stops, question marks and exclamation marks

	21. Children should be able to use the possessive and contractive apostrophe

	22. Children should be able to  use commas for lists

	23. Children should be able to plan by saying aloud or drafting, write for different purposes and prepare for planning through drama and role-play

	24. Children should be able to re-read and evaluate their own and other children’s work in a constructive way, checking for correct meaning, tense, spelling, punctuation and grammar.

	1. Children should be able to count in steps of 2s, 3s, and 5s, and steps of 10 from any starting point, both forwards and backwards

	2. Children should be able to recognise place value in two-digit numbers

	3. Children should be able to use place value knowledge and known number facts to answer low entry/high threshold investigations and problems

	4. Children should be able to use place value understanding to partition numbers into their component parts

	5. Children should be able to identify, represent and estimate numbers using different representations like: number lines, hundred squares, bead strings… etc

	6. Children should be able to compare and order numbers up to 100 using <, > and =

	7. Children should be able to read and write numbers to 100 at least in numerals and words

	8. Children should be able to recall and use number addition/subtraction facts to 20, and derive related facts to 100 with increased fluency and begin to record calculations to support later column methods

	9. Children should be able to add and subtract mentally and with objects one and two-digit numbers and use their knowledge to answer missing number calculations

	10. Children should be able to understand and use the inverse relationship between addition and subtraction and extend their understanding of the language of addition and subtraction to include further vocabulary like: sum and difference

	11. Children should be able to know 2x, 5x, and 10x tables, show that multiplication of two numbers can be done in any order and solve problems using materials like: arrays, repeated addition, number lines and problems in context

	12. Children should be able to recognise odd and even numbers

	13. Children should be able to calculate mathematical statements using x, = and ÷ symbols

	14. Children should be able to recognise, find, name and write 1/3, 1/4, 1/2, and 3/4 of size, shape or quantity

	15. Children should be able to write simple fraction facts, eg, 1/2 of 6=3

	16. Children should be able to count in fractions of halves and quarters up to 10

	17. Children should find fractions of discrete and continuous data using shapes, objects and quantities

	18. Children should be able to find fractions of lengths, quantities, sets of objects and shapes

	19. Children should be able to combine amounts of money to make a value, including using £ and p symbols

	20. Children should be able to tell the time to the nearest 5 minutes, including drawing clocks

	21. Children should be able to describe properties of 2-D shapes, including number of sides and symmetry

	22. Children should be able to describe properties of 3-D shapes, including number of edges, vertices and faces

	23. Children should be able to interpret and construct simple tables, tally charts and pictograms

	24. Children should be able to identify, create and interpret spatial representations (as linked into the science curriculum) and recognise patterns

	25. Children should be able to understand 0 as a place holder

	26. Children should be able to measure standard units: cm/m, kg/g, L/ml and temperature using rulers, scales, vessels and thermometers then compare and order them

	27. Children should be able to recognise symbols for pounds and pence, use coins to make particular values of money, make amounts in different combinations and solve problems that involve giving change





Year 2 Science Key Objectives

	1. Children should be able to use different approaches to ask and answer scientific questions (including gathering data)

	2. Children should be able to carry out simple tests and make observations using simple equipment, observe changes over time and patterns/relationships

	3. Children should be able to describe how some plants and animals are suited to different habitats and micro-habitats

	4. Children should be able to describe how animals obtain food by eating plants or other animals

	5. Children should be able to describe the basic needs for plant growth (light, water, appropriate temperature) and be introduced to the idea that seeds and bulbs have a store of food inside them 

	6. Children should be able to describe the basic needs of humans and other animals (water, food, air) for survival

	7. Children should be able to describe the importance of exercise, hygiene and eating the right variety of types of food

	8. Children should be able to describe different uses of material according to their properties

	9. Children should be able to notice that animals reproduce. E.g. by investigating tadpoles

	10. Children should be able to organise objects or materials into groups including: living, dead and things that have never been alive

	11. Children should be able to find out how shapes of some solid objects can be changed depending on the material

	12. Children should be able to name the main parts of plants and trees

	13. Children should be able to identify and name a variety of common animals including: fish, amphibians, reptiles, birds and mammals

	14. Children should be able to identify and name animals that are carnivores, herbivores and omnivores

	15. Children should be able to name the main parts of the body, including those related to the 5 senses

	16. Children should be able to distinguish between an object and the material from which it is made including: wood, plastic, glass, metal, water, brick, paper, cardboard and rock. Then be able to compare their suitability

	17. Children should be able to describe the simple physical properties of a variety of everyday materials and group them accordingly

	18. Children should be able to describe how the weather and day length varies with the season
