Our Curriculum Intent

At Linton C.E. Infant School our engaging and holistic curriculum lays at the heart of everything we do. As a church school our ethos and curriculum is designed to develop the whole child both academically and spiritually reflecting our Christian values. We aim to foster autonomous critical thinkers through a broad and inquiry driven approach.
Our curriculum intent is to provide an engaging and safe space for children to learn through which we
· Promote Characteristics of Effective learning to inspire lifelong learners.
· Teach fundamental basic skills to ensure the success of the children’s future learning journey.
· Establish a nurturing school community in which children are celebrated and happy.
· Encourage them to engage with our local community and recognise themselves as empowered global citizens.
· Prioritise high levels of wellbeing and involvement through the development of positive and secure relationships throughout our school family.
· Nurture resilient, creative, and ambitious learners and prepare them for their future.  

Our Environment

To promote an effective learning environment, we believe our school and classrooms should be:
Safe – classrooms each write their own behaviour agreements at the start of the year and children and adults prioritise feeling safe and happy at school
Tidy and calm – we aim to keep our classrooms clean and clutter free
Accessible and enabling – we encourage children to become independent within an inclusive environment
Relevant – we keep up to date displays to show off our learning and use working walls to highlight key vocabulary and resources



Structure of the week

While timetables may look different across the year groups, some aspects of the day remain constant. In Foundation Stage and Year 1, Little Wandle phonics takes place daily. Maths and Literacy are taught daily across the school, with RE and Science delivered through weekly lessons in Key Stage 1. 
We meet at the start of each day for collective worship and enjoy playing together at lunchtimes. 

Home learning

We encourage home-school links to enrich our curriculum and promote an enthusiasm for learning. Parents are encouraged to read frequently with children at home – we love hearing about bedtime stories! Children bring home library books and challenge books, and have online access to ebooks as part of our phonics programme. 
Each half term teachers send home ‘learning logs’ with a range of home learning challenge ideas for children to enjoy at home. We encourage parents to share photos of their child learning at home via Class Dojo portfolios. We also send medium term overviews so parents can choose their own home learning ideas within the topics we are covering. 
When possible, we love to invite parents into school to see their child’s learning, take part in activities, and engage with church or other special assemblies.  

Cultural capital

To ensure that every child is equipped with the essential knowledge they need to access our curriculum and to be educated citizens our curriculum offer includes 
· Trips and engagement with our local community
· Visiting speakers 
· High Quality texts that include a range of cultural representations
· Role play and drama 
· Use of historic artefacts  
· Wide range of after school clubs and extra-curricular activities

· Activities to promote and encourage life skills such as baking, gardening, woodwork and sewing. 

Approaches

At Linton CE Infant School we use a range of approaches to inspire teaching and learning across all year groups. We actively promote the development of speech and language through dialogic teaching and the use of talk partners within the classroom. Staff use high quality questioning to extend children’s thinking and celebrate the characteristics of effective learning. 
Staff are trained in approaches such as Word Aware and Shape Coding and use these within the classroom as part of our high quality whole class provision. 
We believe that children learn through play and inquiry and we aim to foster a sense a curiosity at every age. 

Adaptation

We believe that all children have an equal right to a full and rounded education, which will enable them to achieve their full potential. We use our best endeavours to secure special educational provision for pupils for whom it is required. This may be ‘additional to and different from that made generally for others of the same age’ that is provided within the differentiated curriculum. 


A child or young person has SEN if they have a learning difficulty or disability which calls for special educational provision to be made for them. Here at Linton CE Infant School we pride ourselves on inclusive classrooms in which individual needs are met and children are supported to thrive.

Assessment

At Linton CE Infant School we use a range of formative and summative assessment methods to monitor progress throughout the year. Teachers use in the moment assessment for learning to check understanding during lessons and address misconceptions as they arise. 
Teachers across Foundation Stage and Key Stage 1 use various methods of end of term assessment to ensure learning is consolidated throughout the school year.

Leadership and Management 

Subject leaders monitor the way their subject is taught throughout the school. They examine long-term and medium-term planning to ensure that there is full coverage of skills and knowledge and that appropriate teaching strategies are used. Subject leaders have responsibility for monitoring standards, identifying any trends and making recommendations for change, as necessary. 
Subject leaders are encouraged to seek opportunities to further their own, and their colleagues’, understanding of the subject and pedagogical approaches. They are supported to enhance their awareness of up-to-date research and good practice, to promote consistently high standard teaching across the school.
